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Minutes of the Lottery Advisory Commission 
August 30, 2013 

 
Attendance 

A meeting of the Lottery Advisory Commission (Commission) was held from 1:33 p.m. – 2:12 p.m., on 
Friday, August 30, 2013.  Representing the Commission, all participating by telephone were Mr. Mike 
Rud (Chairman), Representative Lois Delmore, Senator Lonnie Laffen, and Mr. Russ Hanson.  
Representative Joe Heilman was absent.  Representing the North Dakota Lottery (Lottery) were Mr. 
Randy Miller, director, Ms. Julie Thompson, security officer and Ms. Sonja Walder, administrative 
assistant.  Also, in attendance was Mr. Jeff Sloven, field service technician for North Dakota from 
Scientific Games. 

Consideration of Evaluation Committee Recommendation to Issue the Notice of Intent to Award a 
Contract for Online Lottery System and Services Vendor 
 
Mr. Miller provided an overview of the evaluation committee’s work related to the Request for Proposal 
process through which the Lottery solicited for an online lottery system and services vendor.  The 
evaluation committee was made up of eight members that included four lottery staff, Randy Miller, Julie 
Thompson, Missy Reich, and Scott Tarno; two lottery commissioners, Mike Rud and Lois Delmore; John 
Sheldon from the State ITD office; and Joe Schell from the Office of Attorney General IT office.  Intralot, 
GTECH, and Scientific Games submitted written responses and were invited to provide an oral 
presentation/demonstration.  The evaluation committee scored each vendor’s written response and 
oral presentation/demonstration.  Then the cost proposals were opened and scored by Lita Bakken, 
procurement officer for the Office of Attorney General.  Mr. Miller requested that the Commission 
approve the recommendation from the evaluation committee to issue the Notice of Intent to Award a 
Contract to the apparent successful vendor with the highest total score based on the written response, 
oral presentation/demonstration, and cost. 
 
Commissioner Delmore made a motion to move into executive session at 1:40 p.m. to further discuss 
the Notice of Intent to Award a Contract.  The evaluation information is considered confidential until the 
Notice of Intent to Award a Contract is issued.  Commissioner Hanson seconded the motion.  The motion 
passed 4-0. 
 
Mr. Sloven left the meeting during the executive session.  He was invited to return to the meeting after 
the executive session, but chose not to return.

Commissioner Delmore made a motion to end executive session at 2:04 p.m.  Commissioner Hanson 
seconded the motion.  The motion passed 4-0. 
 
Following executive session, Commissioner Delmore made a motion to approve the recommendation 
from the evaluation committee to issue the Notice of Intent to Award a Contract to the apparent 
successful vendor that received the highest total score.  Commissioner Hanson seconded the motion.  
The motion passed 4-0.  The recommendation will be presented to Attorney General Stenehjem for final 
approval.
